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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were ; to study the teachers’ roles of Mattayom Suksa
Schools, Maungprakan District, Department of General Education, Samutprakan Province in four
aspects of Educational Reformation : (1) the school reformation ; (2) the teacher reformation ;(3)
the curriculum and process of teaching and learning reformation ; (4) the educational
administrative reformation and to study the problems and suggestions of the teachers in acting
according to the National Education Act,1999. The sample consisted of 212 teachers from five
Mattayom Suksa Schools of Meaungprakan District, Samutprakan Province. Data were collected
by questionnaire and analyzed by program SPSS. The results of this study show in 3 aspects that:
1. The personal information of the teachers who answered the questionnaire was devided into 4
aspects:sex; most of them were female, between 45-50 years old, working; more than 16 years
and most of them got Bachelor Degree. 2. The acting roles in overall according to the National
Education Act,1999 were found that they were average, but when separated into 4 aspects it was
found that the highest level was on the teacher reformation and the second was the curriculum
and process of teaching and leamning reformation in respectively which were high level. The
third was on the educational administrative reformation and the last was on the school
reformation which were average level. 3. The problems and suggestions were as follows:

- Teachers Reform aspect : The teachers had too much workload to develop their
teaching. Teachers did not understand in educational reform and curriculum development and

there was no community participation.



- Curriculum Reform and teaching and learning process : The students were unqualifty
so it took more time to develop them, lack of learning center for students especially in local
intelligence. To provide additional subject in each group that did not agree with students’ need.

- Administrative system Reform : Personnel allocation was not suitable for teaching
and learning. Teachers had too little time to prepare teaching and working with students.
Teachers spent more time in preparing documents for evaluation. The administrative system was
not precise and there was no community participation.

School Reform : There was not enough computer rooms for teachers and students.
School atmosphere and surrounding did not contribute to teaching and learning.

4. Suggestions : the school should provide enough computer room for teachers and

students’ need. There should be in service training for teachers in learning reform.
