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Abstract

The purposes were to study Health Promotion in Schools Program and the problems with
suggestions in Health Promotion in Schools Program of Watbangpleeyaiklang School in Educational Area 2 of
Samutprakarn province. The population was 18 school administrators and 42 teachers of Watbangpleeyaiklang
School. Data was collected by questionnaires with 50 indicators of 5 rating scales. The statistics used to

analyzed data were means, percentage and standard deviation.

The findings were as follows : Health Promotion in Schools Program of Watbangpleeyaiklang -

School in Educational Area 2 of Samutprakarn, borders in the overall image, stay in high levels because of ten
factors. The highest factor were environment arrangement in the school for health and the school policy
respectively. The least factor was the participation of school and community. The problems and the suggestions
identified that the budget depletion should be applied in the project; for example, the employment and the
cooperation between employees and community. The suggestion was that the school should have a budget for

health and there should be more community participation in the Health Promotion School Program.
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
