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B ABSTRACT

The development of the country in terms of economics, politic and social relyed on
some important factors. The unhealthy conditions, the sickness or the mal-nutrition led to the
imperfect factor on the country development. In short, the human resources’ healthyness were
crucial factor in the country development and was also the fundamental components of the
potential, the effectiveness and the quality of the human resources or the problem on nutrition
was, of course, crucial for the country development. This was because mal-nutrition lead to the
causes of many diseases. The researcher therefore did the study on consumption behaviors of
Matayamsuksa 6 under the supervision of Office of Bangkok Metropolitan Primary Education
with the aim to study : the relationship between bio-sociological factor and consumption attitude
of the students, the relationship between bio-sociological factor and consumption behaviors, and
the relationship of the consumption attitude and the consumption behaviors. The sampling was
375 students of Prathomsuksa 6 studying in the second semester of 2002 academic year under
the supervision of Office of Bangkok Metropolitan Primary Education. The instrument used in
gathering data was the 4 part questionnaire. The data collected were analysed by the use of

percentile, mean, standard deviation, t-test and coefficient relation.
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The results were as follons s

1. The consumption attitude between female and male students showed no difference.
The relation between the family income and the consumption behaviors showed statistical
significance at the level of .05 And the being raised with love and care and the consumption
behaviors showed statistical significance at the level of .01

2. The female students showed better consumption-behaviors than the male students
at the statistical significance of .05 The range of the family income showed no relationship
with consufnption behaviors. However, the being raised with love and care indicated relationship
with consumption behaviors at the statistical significance of .05

3. The relationship between the consumption attitude and the consumption behaviors

showed statistical significance at the level of .01
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
