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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the principles of Buddhism appeared in the
Dharma novel titled Sat Lok Yom Pen Pai Tam Kam by Sudassa Onkom, 2) to study the priorities ranking of
Buddhist principles in the Dharma novel titled Sat Lok Yom Pen Pai Tam Kam by Sudassa Onkom, 3) to study
the values and benefits of Buddhist principles appeared in the Dharma novel titled Sat Lok Yom Pen Pai Tam
Kam by Sudassa Onkom. The methods used were content studying with reference to teaching principles in
Buddhism and the content analysis which could be categorizéd and the values of Buddhist principles of Dharma
novel titled Sat Lok Yom Pen Pai Tam Kam. It was a-qualitative research which presented the essence thereof
through analytic description.

The results of this research were:\1) the contents of the Dharma novel titled Sat Lok Yom Pen Pai
Tam Kam by Sudassa Onkom were in accordance with the principles of Buddhism which were the teachings for
human conduct in Buddhism;,2) in terms of priorities ranking, principles of Buddhism represented in this
literature could be classifiediinto 3 levels, namely: (1) Basic Level : destinations on the visual level or benefits
at the present time (2) Intermediate Level : destinations beyond the visual level or foreground benefits or life in
the next world (3) Highest Level : supreme destination or benefits which were the essence of life i.e. the
Nirvana. 3) The values and benefits of Buddhist principles of the Dharma novel titled Sat Lok Yom Pen Pai
Tam Kam were connected with the presentation interpolate about Buddhist principles, that could lead a life of
the party in all levels, all ages among Buddhists and the general public. If any society had the principles of

Buddhism as a way of living and as a means to develop people, that society would be in sustainable peace.
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
