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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) study the state of supervision of instruction in Quality Standard
Model Schools under the jurisdiction of Bangkok Metropolitan Administration: Case study of Benjamaborphit school,
Dusit District, Bangkok Metropolitan Administration, 2) develop the supervision of instruction of Benjamaborphit
school, Dusit District, Bangkok Metropolitan Administration. The study was conducted in 2 stages. In the first stage, the
researcher studied the state of supervision of instruction in school. In-the second stage, the researcher developed the
supervision of instruction in school. The research samples comprised of 20 administrators and teachers in Quality
Standard Model Schools under Bangkok Metropolitan ‘Administration and 34 administrators and teachers of
Benjamaborphit school. The research instruments for data collection were interview form and a questionnaire asking the
opinion of administrators and teachers about supervision of schools. The data were analyzed for frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation.

The research revealed that'l) the state of supervision of instruction in schools consisted of 5 steps. They
were to (1) study the state of problems and needs, (2) planning of supervision, (3) research instrument construction and
selection of supervision.methods, (4) supervision practice, and (5) evaluation and feedback. The researcher also found 3
problems of supervision of instruction. They were the problem of: (1) development (2) supervision and (3) supervisees,
2) the supervision of schools was classified according to 5 steps of supervision of instruction in the opinion of
administrators and teachers as a whole and by items were appropriate and feasible at high level, higher than the given

criteria at the level of .05 significance.
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
