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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) study the relationships between sufficient economy and
Principle of Islamic schools’ administration in Bangkok and Nonthaburi, 2) study overall level of the administration
using the sufficient economy, and 3) study overall level of administration using the principle of Islam. The
sample consisted of 288 administrators selected by random sampling method., The research tool were 50 items
five rating scales questionnaire with reliability of .92; statistics, for, data analyses were average, standard
deviation and Pearson-product-moment correlation method,

The research discovered that: 1) the relationships between administration by sufficient economy
and principles of Islamic schools’ administrationiin Bangkok and Nonthaburi were at higher level, Administration
by Sufficience Economi with Al-Isteadad was higheast level, Ad-Dirosart and Al-Konaah were high level and
Al-Ahsan and Aijtihard were middle\level, the Rational, Tolerable, Moral virtues Good Immunity and
Knowledge were high level. 2).the overall administration by sufficiency economy were high, and 3) the overall
administration by prineiple ‘of Islamic schools’ were also at a high level. And Al-Ahsan, Al-Ijtihart, Ad-

Dirorsart, Is-Teadard and Al-Konaah were high level.
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
