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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: (1) to gather as well as develop the
indigenous knowledge lessons for communities of Bang-Plee and (2) to find out-seme
strategies for developing Participatory Learning Centers for communities of Bang-Plee. This
research was considered a qualitative participatory research. There were five sample
groups in this qualitative participatory research; namely, (1) two-indigenous community
development officials, (2) eighty-three chairpersons of communities, (3) fifty-one school
administrators, (4) thirty-six persons with indigenous knowledge;-and (5) twelve specialists
in indigenous knowledge and education. The three research instruments were employed in
this study; namely, (1) a structural interviewing form for collecting information and data
concerning the context of Bang-Plee communities, (2) a structural interviewing form for
collecting information and data“concerning the indigenous knowledge in Bang-Plee
communities, and (3) guidelines for focus group discussion concerning some strategies for
developing the participatory learmning centers. The information and data collected were
analysed through the content analysis method ann presented in terms of frequency count
and percentage. The results and findings indicated that:

1) There were a total of forty-one indigenous knowledge lessons developed which
were classified into seven groups; namely (1) agriculture, (2) foods and desserts, (3)
artworks, (4) handicrafts, (5) Thai music and Thai dancing, (6) herbal medicinal products,
and (7) Thai massage. Each indigenous knowledge lesson was composed of four parts;
namely (1) background of the people with indigenous knowledge, (2) ways of accumulating
experiences and skills, (3) ways of transferring and conserving the indigenous knowledge,
and (4) the production process.

2) The strategies for developing the participatory learning centers were divided into
five aspects; namely, (1) infrastructure and facilities, (2) teaching materials, (3) teaching and
learning setting and environment, (4) staff and management, and 5) budget subsidy and

management.
