It’s not easy finding an apartment, especially if you are a student in a city
with a lot of universities and a lot of students. This means that there aren’t a lot of
apartments to rent. Many apartments are very expensive or very far from the
universities. However, if you have time to wait and keep looking, you will. probably
find an apartment that you like.

There are service to help people find apartments: classified ads.in newspaper,
university housing offices with lists of apartments, and real estate agencies.

The titanic was beautiful and new and
everyone was excited about the journey. Everyone, including the captain,the engineers
and the crew, believed that this enormous 46,000 - ton ship was unsinkabte.

But at 11:40 on the April night, while most of the passengers were sleeping, the
great ship collided with an iceberg. It damaged the ship so badly that in just a few
minutes, five of the sixteen watertight compartments were full'of water. The titanic
was sinking rapidly.

The alarm sounded and woke up the passengers, who rushed to the lifeboats
only to find that there weren’t enough lifeboats for everyone. Women and children
entered the boats first. While they were getting into the boats, the captain of the titanic
was trying to get help from nearby ships over the radio system. Tragically, there was a
ship within fifteen miles ‘of the titanic, which could have come in time to save
everyone. But_the crew.had/gone to bed and turned off their radio system. At 2:20

a.m. on that quiet, cold night, the Titanic sank and 1,500 people lost their lives.

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Transplants

Ever since the ancient Egyptians, people have been interested in the idea of
transplanting organs from one person to another. However, until recently, doctors
had little success with transplants. When the body senses a foreign substance within
it, its immune system goes to work to fight off this strange invader. The human
body’s immune system rejects a transplant because it knows it is not supposed to
be there.

In the 1950s, doctors began experimenting with immunosuppression, ways to
prevent the body from fighting off the transplant. Since that time,.doctors have
performed thousands of successful kidney, lung, and liver transplants: In South Africa
in 1967, Dr.Christiaan Barnaard performed the first heart-transplant. Since then over
twelve hundred people have received heart transplants.

The transplant operation has become more routine, but there are still many
challenges in transplant surgery. There are still. few donors, people who are willing to
give their organs, after their death, toothers. It is still difficult to match donors and
recipients, since they have to have similar sizes and blood types. These problems are
especially apparent with_babies.born with diseased livers or hearts. Obviously, there
are few donor organs that can match a baby’s small size.

Doctors (continue to try to solve these problems. In 1984, Dr.Barney Clark
became the firstthuman recipient of an artificial heart. He lived only a few weeks with
this heart, but the second artificial heart recipient, William Schroeder, lived for over a
year. Also in 1984, a 14-day old baby in California received a heart from a baboon. She
lived for twenty days. This caused a lot of controversy among animal rights protesters
and other who disagreed with the idea of putting an animal heart into a human.

Developments in transplants surgery over the last forty years have raised new
questions about transplants. Who should receive transplants when donor organs
become available? Is life with an artificial heart worth living? Should humans kill
another species, such as a baboon, to prolong the life of a human baby? The search

for the answers to these questions, and for new ways to prolong life, continues.
