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Abstract

The objectives of this research was to study the problem of the people’s participation in- community
forest management of Nasanuanphatthana Village No.9 Charus Sub-district, Buached District, Surin Province and to
developed strategies and to evaluate the effectiveness of the mentioned development strategies, The data was
collected by interviews, group discussion, and observation. The researcher used content analysis afler data grouping
and categorizing, The data was miangulated analyzed, and then synthesized and combined by logical and
chronological systems in order to answer the research questions. Finally, the data has been verified by the data
providers before conclusion

The research results were as follows ; The community forest of Masanuanphatthana Village No. 9,
needed immediate action, but the community did not understand how 1o solve the problems, and looked for people’s
participation using suitable methods, The development strategies used for problem solving were training, site seeing,
operating forest management activities, as well as providing periodical follow ups and assistance by the researcher. The
evaluation of the effectiveness of the development strategies showed that; the target group gained more knowledge and
understanding of community forest management. The target group engaged more participation in community forest
management in seven project activities. They were taking care and prevention of forest fires, making the trace for
ecological forest study, determining boundary of the community forest, planting trees in the forest , persuading for
donation for the forest using religios activities, making community forest label using sign marble ,holding celebration
for community forest and using the activity “Buat Paa™ 1o protect the community forest. The community forest of
Hasanuanphathana Village No.9 had very much recovered. Other additional benefits from the research project were; ;
creating of a fund for community forest conservation people’s realization of the importance of the forest and more
enthusiastic participation of the people in community forest management.
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
