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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the people’s life-sustaining and public opinions due to
the secondary road construction in Bangplee Housing Community, Samutprakan in three aspects; the health
aspect, the economic aspect, and the social aspect. The sample consisted of 364 house holders residing in this
community area. The instrument used for collecting the data was a questionnaire of three steps: a check list of
scale estimate, rating scale, and open ended questions. The questionnaire sets had been sent back to the
researcher only 348 sets about 95.60 percent. Statistical devices ‘for.the data analysis were arithmetic mean,
percentage, and standard deviation values.

The findings revealed that the most respondents were men, age between 51-60 years old with
primary school level. Most of them had been living in the community longer than 20 years in a family size of 3-
5 members. Their current occupations were employment with total family income of approximately 10,001-
20,000 baht per month. 1)"The, results indicated that the effects of the secondary road construction to the life-
sustaining of the people, of the community in overview was the moderate level. The comparison among three
aspects found that the most highest effect was the heath effect that caused people needed more exercise,
followed by the economic aspect that caused people had fewer agricultural career, and the last one was the
social aspect that caused people had their higher education level. 2) Several suggestions were given to the local
government in order to make the people’s well being and to solve the problems were better environment, better
living conditions such as providing many waste-collection vehicles, many overpass constructions, many public

places: health care clinics, many markets, many parks and better drainage systems, around the community, etc.
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
