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Abstract

The objectives of the research were to evaluate the potential development project of village /
community (SML), Somrong Sub-district, Prapradang District, Samutprakarn Province by CIPP Model, and to
study the problems, and suggestions for running the project. The sample consisted of 103 personnel who were
responsible for the project and 375 participants in the project. The, instruments for collecting data were

questionnaires. The data were analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The research found that the evaluation of the'project to develop potentials of village/community
(SML), Somrong Sub-district, Prapradang District, Samutrakarn Province project was suitable and successful
according to the opinions of personnel who/were responsible for the project and the participants in the project.
whose overall level of satisfaction ‘was high. Considering on aspect by aspect, the evaluation of the project
suitability was highly satisfying with the two aspects, namely product and context, and the two aspects ranked
average for satisfaction-were.input and process. The evaluation results of each group found that the personnel
who were responsible for the project evaluated all aspects at high level, namely context, input, process, and
product. For the participants in the project, the evaluation results for two aspects were high for context and
product while the two aspects evaluated at average level were input and process. Comments concerning
problems and suggestions were as follows:- according to the personnel who were responsible for the project the
first problem concerned the lack of space for the committee and people to run activities, and the suggestion was
that the government should run the project continuously in order to solve the community problems. According
to the opinions of the participants in the project, the first problem concerned the lack of unity, participation,
regulations and moral. Suggestion was that the government should solve the poverty, environment, drugs and

problems arising from influence group.
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
