They were immagrated first time about 20 family
led by Grand Father Hod Luemkluen. The cultural characteristics are divided into two kinds: abstract culture and
concrele culture. There are two factors of cultural adaptation. Firstly, it 1¢ inter factors, they are the increasing and
deceasing numbers of population; taking a ceremeony an Age Blessing Ceremony is a personal activity; continuing
of the folk wisdom idea .caring health conflicts caused by a local election problem that was mostly solved by a
monk; and the need of increasing income of people. Ourer factors. They are referred to the national policy and
constitutiona] government that bring aboul the development of new political structure and economy; people use
high price of technoelogy and support their sons and daughters 1o study  higher levels; and mass media was more
influent to community’s way of life. As a resuli of cultural adaptation, the original essences of the culture are still
remained: belief in Buddhism and gods. the belicl in the dead relative lineages of hushand, mixed occupations,
modern style of house building, Ram Ton Dancing in the Sen Phi Chao Por Ta Lat Khway God ceremony, The
results of cultural adaptation are speaking Thai, modern dressing style, new social tradition happened by mixing the

Ram Ton dancing and contribution gifts to the old during Songkran Day Festival.
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
