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Abstract

The objectives of this rescarch were to: 1) Study ethical behaviors of high school students in
Muangkanchanaburi District, Kanchanaburi Province. 2) Compare ethical behaviors of high School Students
classified by personal characteristics and 3) Study the students’ opinion about conducting along moral and
ethical principles. and their suggestions on guidelines to implant and develop ethies. The research sample was
356 high school students who studied in the first semester of the academic year 2013, The data were collected
by a questionnaire which had a reliability value of 0.98. The statistical methods employed for data analysis
were frequency, pereentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The rescarch results found that: 1) The cthical behaviors of high School Students in
Muangkanchanaburi District, Kanchanaburi Province in overall were at a high level. Considering aspect by
aspect it found all aspects were also at a high level and the mean value of the responsibility aspect was the
highest while the other aspects followed respectively which were self disciplines, practicing along religious
principles and diligence and paticnce while the honesty aspect got the least mean value. 2) Comparing the
students’ ethical behavioral difterences by gender and age it found that in overall their ethical behaviors were
significantly different at the statistical level 0.05. On contrary, those students who were different in class levels,
tamily incomes per month, areas of living and experiences in ethical development camps had insignificantly
ditferent ethical behaviors. 3) For students’ opinions on problems of conducting atong moral and ethical
principles they indicated that they disliked too much strict disciplines and they suggested campaigning about

moral knowledge and trying to implant virtues and ethics continuously for the highest frequency.
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
