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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to : 1) study the level of ethical values of high school students
of Secondary Educational Service Area Office 8, Kanchanaburi Province 2) compare ethical values of high school
students according to genders, grade levels, school sizes, family occupations; monthly incomes of the family and
experiences of the ethical religious value or Buddhist camping and 3) study the opinions of high school students
about the problems of conforming to moral value and suggestionstabout guidelines to nurture moral values and
ethics on students. The research samples were 370 high,sehool students and the data were collected through
questionnaire then were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The results showed that 1) the ethical values of high school students based on 5 Thai fundamental
values in overall was at a high level, considering each aspect it was found that the aspect of conforming to
religious values had the highest mean; followed by the aspect of loyalty to the nation, the religion and the king.
2) The result of comparing/the ethical values based on personal characteristics, found significantly different
ethical values at the statistical level 0.05 for genders, grade levels, school sizes, family occupations, monthly
incomes of the family and experiences of the ethical religious value or Buddhist camping while the rest of other
variables were insignificantly different. 3) The students’ additional opinions in about the problems of conforming
to moral values when sequenced by frequency were as follows; students acted inappropriate behaviors, spent
money lavishly, violated regulations and laws, lived in inappropriate environment of family and society and did
not obey their parents and teachers and lacked ethical knowledge. For guidelines to culture moral values and
ethics the students suggested that the schools should support ethical camps and campaign moral activities, parents
should instil moral values into their own children, students should go to the temples to listen to the monk’s

teaching and children should follow good models of practice.
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
