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Abstract

The objectives of this research were:-1) to study the level of teachers ‘participation in internal quality
assurance of basic education schools under the Bangkok metropolitan administration, 2) to compare the level of
teachers’ participation in internal quality assurance in Bangkok basic education schools when they were classified by
education background, working experience, and the size of schools they belonged to. The sample consisted of 390
teachers in basic education schools under the Bangkok metropolitgn administration. The research instrument used for
collecting data was a rating scale questionnaire. The statistics used for analyzing the data were frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and testing hypothesis by t-test, and F-test. Schaffe test was applied to determine the pairs
when statistically significant difference was found.

The research findings were: 1) the degree of overall teacher participation in internal quality assurance in
basic education schools of Bangkok Metropolitan Administration was high; aspect analyses revealed that their
participation in development plan of school administration had highest mean score, followed by monitoring of
educational quality; the aspect with the lowest mean score was management of school educational development plan
aimed at the quality of school educational standard; and 2) comparisons of teacher participation in intermal quality
assurance of basic education schools under Bangkok metropolitan administration when teachers were classified by
their education background found that their overall and every aspect by aspect opinions differed significantly at .05.
When classified by school size, teachers’ overall opinions differed significantly at .05 while their aspect by aspect
opinions significantly differed at .05 in six areas, namely development of school education management plans aiming
at educational qualities according to standards of educational institutions, management of administration and
information systems, monitoring of educational quality assurance, management of internal quality assurance
evaluation aligned with school educational standards, annual reporting of external quality evaluation, and continuous
educational quality development; the two aspects having no significant difference were setting school educational

standards, and implementation of school educational development plans.
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
