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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) compare the English listening - speaking skills before and
after learning by the role playing technique, and 2) compare the English listening - speaking skills after using
the role-playing technique and the regﬁlar class of the students in Mathayom Suksa 4, Nawama Rachanusorn
School Nakornnayok, semester 1, academic year 2553. The sample were 60 the Mathayom Suksa 4 students,
equally divided in 2 groups, selected by simple random sampling. The research instruments were the role-
playing teaching plan, the regular class teaching plan, and the English listening-speaking test. The data was
analyzed by mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research results were: 1) students’ post English listening-speaking skill by using the role
playing technique were statistically significant higher than pre-English listening - speaking skill at 0.01 level,
and 2) the students’ English listening-speaking skill using the role-play technique was higher than the regular

class students.
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
