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Abstract

The objectives of the research were : to alleviate the poverty problems of the non labor force in
Panumaporm Community, Chomthong District, Bangkok. The target group of this research was 11 non-labor
foree peeple in Panmnaporn community, The process of the research composed of : studying the background of
the non-labor foree in the community, studying the problems and the needs for poverty alleviation, searching
community empowerment for precise strategies ol poverty alleviation and community  development,
implementing the strategies arranged by the rescarcher and the target group and evaluating the effectiveness of
lhe: stralegies.

The results of the swudy indicated that : The non-labor force in Panumapormn Community had
prablems ol health, housing, the environment, inadequate income, debt in the barking system and outside
influences, and lack of opporunity to receive public welfare. Their prominent points were deligent, endurable,
able Lo adapt to the local wisdom for their benefit, enthusiastic in learning new things, and able 1o cooperate
with i the group. The community empowerment which was the poverty alleviation process and cormmuniey
development for non-labor force composed of intellectual physical resources and political powerments which
came from the people in the community, the government organization and the private sectors. The developed
strategres used for poverty alleviation of non-laber force were @ income increasing, expenses decreasing,
promoting occupational opportunities, building good habits, and setting social welfare for the elders. The results
ol the elfectiveness evaluation of the implemented strategies in poverty alleviation showed that the community
empowerment method was crucially important in poverty afleviation of the community. The target group had a
better living standard and had better health. They had better incomes, less expenses, better housing and

environment, more knowledge and ability to develop themselves, stable occupation, and self- reliance,
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
