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Abstract

The objectives of this rescarch were to study the opinion of secondary school teachers toward
using good governance principles in school administration by school administrators and to compare teachers
‘opinions toward using good governance principles in school administration by school administrators classitied
by sex, work-experience and academic qualification. The sample was 421 sccondary school teachers in schools
under Secondary School Educational Service Area 10. The instrument used in this rescarch was a 5 scale-rating
questionnaire. The data were analysed for percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test for hypothesis
testing.

The rescarch results indicated that teachers’ opinions toward using food governance principles in
school administration as a whole was at high level. When considered by each aspect of good governance
principles in school administration, it was found that the teachers perceived all at high level. Arranged from
high to average and low, the responsiveness principle was at the highest, followed by equity principle.
transparency principle. cost-eftective principle. participation principle, consensus principle and moral principle
respectively.. When the teachers were classified by sex and academic qualification. comparison of their
opinions on good governance principles in school administration they were not significantly ditferent.

However. the comparison by their work expericnce yielded significant difference at .05.
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
