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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the overall community participation in secondary
school administration in the opinion of school administrators under the Office of Secondary Education Area | ,
2) to compare the community participation in secondary school administration in the opinion of school
administrators under the Office of Secondary Education Area 1, classified by age, 3) to compare the community
participation in secondary school administration in the opinion of school administrators under the Office of
Secondary Education Area 1 classified by work experience, and 4) to compare the community participation in
secondary school administration in the opinion of school administrators under the Office of Secondary
Education Area 1, classified by school size. The sample comprised 273 administrators, obtained by simple
random sampling method. The research instrument was a five scale rating questionnaire, numbering 60 items
with .96 reliability index. The statistics were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Cornbach’s alpha
reliability. The hypothesis was tested by t — test and F- test, and the Schaffe method was used to test the
significant mean differences by pair.

The research results revealed that: 1) the overall community participation in secondary school
administration in the opinion of school administrators under the Office of Secondary Education Area 1 was the
highest; 2) the comparison of overall community participation in secondary school administration of
administrators classified by age, below 35 years and over 35 years was not different.; 3) the comparison of
overall community participation in secondary school administration of administrators classified by work
experience, below 5 years and over was not different; and 4) the overall community participation in secondary
school administration of administrators classified by school size-- small, medium and large was also not

different.
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
