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Abstract

This research aimed to: 1) study the practices for occupational and social stability according to
sufficient economy philosophy of rice farmers in Thawung District, Lopburi Province 2) compare the practices
for occupational and social stability of rice farmers by personal variables and 3) study additional opinions on
practices for occupational and social stability. The research samples were 400 rice farmers in Thawung District,
Lopburi Province. The data were collected by a questionnaire which had a reliable value .967 and were
analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-value and F- value.

The research results showed that 1) in overall, the rice farmers in Thawung District, Lopburi
Province practised for both occupational and social stability at a medium level, considering practices for
occupational stability it found the rice formers practised for having knowledge and carefulness and having
career ethics the highest mean score while in social stability the rice formers practised for having ethics in
family and communtty lives the highest mean score 2) comparing the practices for occupational stability by
personal variables it found that the farmers with different genders, amount of labors, and sub-district areas had
significantly different practices at the statistical level.O1, the farmers with different ages and time periods of
farming had significantly different practices at the statistical level.05, but the ones with ditferent education
levels, marital statuses. land owning situation and times of cultivating had no significantly different practices, 3)
comparing the copractices for social stability of the rice farmers by personal variables it found that the farmers
with different genders, time periods of farming and sub-district areas had significantly different practices at the
statistical level.01, the farmers with different land owning situation had significantly different practices at the
statistical level .05, but the ones with different ages, education levels, marital statuses, amount of labors, and
times of cultivating had no significantly different practices, 4) analysis of additional opinions it found That the
highest frequenciy of suggestions about practices for occupational stability was the community Icaders should
help the rice farmers in contacting with buyers and sources of fund (n=59). whilc the highest frequency of
suggestions for social stability was the rice farmers should be given a chance to participate in community
