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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study: 1) the Buddhist principles appeared in the dharmic
novel titled Makkaleephon by Sudassa Onkom; 2) the classification and ranking priorities of Buddhist
principles appeared in the dharmic novel titled Makkaleephon by Sudassa Onkom; and 3) the values of dharmic
novel titled Makkaleephon towards life and society. It was a qualitative research. The methods used were
selecting contents concerning the Buddhist principles which were the essential teaching in Buddhism. It was
presented in a descriptive style.

The research findings were: 1) the content of the dharmic novel titled Makkaleephon concerned the
Buddhist principles in Buddhism which emphasized on how to lead a life; 2) in terms of classification and
ranking priorities, they were classified into 3 Jevel: (1) basic level: destination on the visual level or benefits
obtainable here and now, (2) intermediate level: destination beyond the visual level or the good to be won in the
life to come, and (3) highest level: the supreme destination or benefits which were the essence of life or
Nirvana. This was the ultimate goal of life according to the teaching of Buddhism; and 3) the values of the
dharmic novel titled Makkaleephon towards life and society were the presentation of content concerning the
knowledge of how to lead a life of wholesomeness both in secular and spiritual aspects. Moreover, there was a
presentation of content designed to correct erroneous attitudes and behaviors that were prevalent among
Buddhists and the general public. The relevant objectives were to achieve the correct understanding leading to
proper behaviors in accordance with the real purposes of Buddhism. The expected outcome of the research was

to bring more benefits and happiness to life and society at all levels.
