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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study satisfaction and needs of parents concerning welfare

provision for students at Yaowamitra Kindergarten under the Office of the Private Education Commission. The

research population being studied consisted of 120 parents of students studying at Yaowamitra Kindergarten.

The employed research instrument was a questionnaire with .96 reliability coefficient. Research data were

analyzed with the use ofthe frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

Research findings showed that the satisfaction of the parents with the welfare provision for

students at the school was at the high level for every aspect, namely, the aspect of health service provision,

especially the training of good healthy habits in eating; the aspect of safety service provision; the aspect of food

and nutrition service provision; and the aspect of student transport. As for the needs of parents for welfare
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provision in school, the parents would like the school to provide welfare on health services, especially on

referring students to the hospital in cases of serious sickness or emergency caused by accidents; on safety

services; on student transport; on creating relationships between the home and the school; on food and nutrition

services; and on orientation. The parents'opinions and additional recommendation on welfare provision were

that the school should require submission of cards in receiving and sending off the students, organize

orientation session twice per year, organize health check up for the students in every semester, provide food in

all five categories according to nutrition principles to the students, put emphasis on safety measures with

security guards to scrutinize people entering or leaving the school and open or close school gates, and allow

parents to participate in school activities.
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
