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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the Vinaya of the Bhikkhus in Theravada Buddhism
related to the secular in the role of being the donor and the recipient, 2) to study the way of the Bhikkhus’
proper conducts in Theravada Buddhism related to the secular in the role of being the donor and the recipient,
3) to study the way of secular’s righteous actions related to the Bhikkhus in Theravada Buddhism in the role of
being the donor and the recipient. It was a qualitative research by studying and collecting data from the Tipitaka
as well as the research papers of the academic experts concerning the Vinaya of the Bhikkhus, the way of the
Bhikkhus’ proper conducts including the righteous actions to be concerned to the Vinaya in present situation.

The research findings were 1) the Vinaya of the Bhikkhus related to the secular in the role of being
the donor and the recipient was that the Buddha had not firmly issued in advance but prescribed the training
rules in Nissaggiyapacittiya 30 training rules, Bhojanavagga 10 training rules, Acelakavaga 10 training rules
and Patidesaniya 4 training rules. 2) The way of the Bhikkhus’ proper conducts related to the secular in the role
of being the donor and the recipient was that: there were 5 kinds of presenting a thing to a Bhikkhu with the
hand. They were: 1.The thing should not be too big or too heavy, it should be fit well for the moderate person to
lift. 2. The person who presented should be in hatthabasa that was about one foot. 3. The person who presented
bows the thing to present. 4. Throwing or bowing the thing to present with the body. 5. The Bhikkhu could
receive the thing with his body or touching the thing with thing along with his body. 3) The way of secular’s
righteous actions related to the Bhikkhus in Theravada Buddhism in the role of being the donor and the
recipient was that the Bhikkhu could receive the alms food, medicines, clothes and the shelters from the secular

without violating the Vinaya of the Bhikkhus in Theravada Buddhism.
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
