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ABSTRACT

This paper aimed to study and analysed 34 awarded children fictions for
children aged 6 — 11 years of the National Book Fairs from 2525 — 2545 B.E. The
two main objectives were as follows :

1) to study techniques of language appropriately used for young readers and

2) to analyse of how the morale implantation mechanic had worked in
children mind according to the books.

From the study, it was found that the language techniques namely words,
phrases and sentences were used simply, explicitly and shortly. Moreover the
sentences were usually arranged in meaning orderly which was the easiest way for
young readers to understand. In terms of idioms and proverbs, the writers employed
narrative, descriptive and comparative literacy styles to explicitly tell stories. All the
aforementioned techniques were important factors for improving and developing
literacy skills for children. Moreover, these would lead to excellent language
components in order to prepare the children in reading more kinds of books in the

future.
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According to this research, it was found that the writers had implanted the
prefered personal characteristics by inserting morale principles in the contents of the
books. Those of the aforementioned components thus helped educating and
developing the young generation to be effective and potential adults by insisting them
to realize how good and bad things are through the details of the stories. All in all,
these books could help building morals principles and educating young readers to

become quality people effectively.
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
