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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) study the important virtues and ethics of Thai people at
present, 2) study the methods of implanting virtues and ethics into Thai society at present, 3) study the roles and
methods of Buddhist monks in implanting virtues and ethics into Thai society at present, 4) study the important
virtues and ethics of Thai society in the next two decades, and 5) to study the roles and methods of Buddhist
monks in implanting virtues and ethics into Thai society in the next two decades. The document study and
Delphi technique were employed in this study. The research sample consisted of 10 monks and seven laypeople
who were experts on Buddhism and Thai society. The experts were asked to give their opinions in three rounds
via the questionnaires based on the Delphi technique developed by the present researcher.

The research findings were as follows: 1) the important virtues and ethics of Tﬁai people at
present were the refrain from immoral conducts, industriousness, honesty, thriftiness, unity, etc.; 2) the methods
of implanting virtues and ethics into Thai society at present were by the provision of learning through
socialization process or social institutions, and the provision of learning through life skills or activities; 3) the
roles of Buddhist monks in implanting virtues and ethics into Thai society at present were the self-development
and social development roles while the method of virtues and ethics implantation was by the preaching of
dhamma in various occasions; 4) the important virtues and ethics of Thai society in the following two decades
were honesty, sacrifice, unity, truthfulness, responsibility, etc.; and 5) the roles of Buddhist monks in
implanting virtues and ethics into Thai society in the following two decades were the administrative role, the
teaching role, the coordinating role, and the Wat development role while the methods of virtues and ethics
implantation were the exemplary practice, conducting oneself as the model, and employing effective teaching

methods.
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
