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ABSTRACT

The main purpose of this study was to study the roles, operations and
problems of RIT (Rajamangala Institute of Technology) in Bangkok area campuses in
preserving and encouraging Thai cultures. The populations of the study were 96
executives, 1,514 instructors and 12 heads of cultural centers in the second semester of
2002 at RIT Bangkok area campuses. The samples were 96 executives, 316 instructors
selected by a stratified random sampling technique and 12 heads of the cultural centers.
A set of 4 level Likert scale questionnaires with some closed and open-ended questions
and an interview were used as instruments.

The findings can be summarized as follows :

1. RIT had its roles in preserving and encouraging Thai cultures in 14
main aspects and the most S important ones were arranging cultural
meetings and seminars, displaying and  illustrating cultural events,
printing cultural documents for the public, holding cultural exhibitions
and teaching/training cultural matters.

2. The most successful operation in preserving and encouraging Thai
cultures within the institute context was to work independently followed

by with other private or government organizations.
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3. RIT was facing many rather serious problems in preserving and
encouraging Thai cultures, for example, with its operations and
methods, the coordination and communications with inside and outside

organizations, working staff and also academic staff.
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
