Abstract

The objectives of this study were to find out about the participation in the economic development
in Soi Pattana Community, Bangsue, Bangkok Metropolis. To study the relations between the population in this
district and the participation in the economic development. The sample used in the research comprised of 333
households out of 2,000 households living in Bangsue District. Questionnaires were used as a research tool.
For data analysis, percentile, mean, standard deviation, t-test and Chi-Square were applied.

The research found that most population were males and were civil servants whose education were
at a bachelor degree or higher. The number of family members ranged from 1-3 persons per household. Most
had lived in the community for 10 years or more. The number of family members who were under subsidized
appeared to be less than 3 persons. Income from main career ranged between 20,000 — 25,000 baht per month.
Hypothetical test for the participation in the economic development in the community found that age,
profession, educational qualifications, numbers of family members, period of living in the community, income
from main career and debts were significantly and statistically related at .05 level, with the participation in the

economic development on the community.
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
