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Abstract

The objective of this research is to study the beliefs, the rite and the results of the beliefs in chanting
the Jinapafjara Incantation of the people who come to chant and participate in performing the ritual chanting at
Wat Rakang — Kositaram and Wat Indaravihara. The sample were two hundred people selected by quota. The
research instruments were the constructional interview. The statistics used in this research were percentage,
frequency and means.

The results revealed that those who came 10 chant and participate in the ritual chanting believe that it
can make them more concentrated. They would be more self-confidence and mindful. Meritorious deeds arisen
in themselves as well as their families. They are more successful in their careers and protected from dangers.
They also believe that they will be more charming and richer. They believe that the chanting would be mightier
if they chant correcily and fluently. There are three stages in performing the ritwal chanting: before, during and
afier, In the first stage, the worship materials such as flowers, garlands, incense, candles, gold leaves and money
are presenied. The ritual participants are dressed in ordinary clothes. In the second stage. the ritual participanis
recite the Three Virtues of the Buddha that beging with Namo fassa ...three times, then invite the devas 1o
participaie and listen to the chanting. Then all of them chant the Jinapafijara incantation together. In the last
slage. ritual participants make solernn wishes, meditate and extend loving kindness to all living beings. The
advaniages that the ritual participants are expected after chanting the Jinapafijara incantation are : 1o have more
concenirated in working, to gain both bodily and memal happiness for thire families, 10 be protected from

dangers, to be favored, 1o be respected and richer.
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
